One of its distinctive features is the absence
of overhangs, replaced by semi-rounded terminals that
give it a unique "stencil-like" appearance. It feels com-
pact and robust in headlines, while its tall x-heights,
short ascenders and descenders, and superelliptical
structure ensure excellent legibility at small sizes, par-
ticularly on screens. In the lighter weights and italics, it
reveals a subtle humanistic touch.
